Toque Tambor, is a musical group based in Hitchin specialising in Samba /Brazilian Carnival Music. 
The group is aware that in order to sustain its activities locally it needs to increase participation and 
overall membership of the group from the local community. In oder to achieve this the group plans 
to hold a public performance,  using a professional musician, to raise awareness of their group and 
attract new members locally. The performance will then be followed up by a free open evening with  

a number of workshops. 

Toque Tambor have been a colourful group on the local musical scene in Hitchin for a number of 
years, performing at Rhythms of the World, supporting the Vaisakhi porocession and present at a 
number of local community events through the year. The funding assistance being sought from  the 
Hitchin Area Committee will help deliver aspects of the public performance, ie publicity, creation of 
costumes and the delivery and tution at the workshops, all devsied to encourgae others to get 
involved and then regualrly participate in a musical pastime.

funding sources including County Councillor locality budgets to help meet the overall costs.
